"The 5 C’s are Communication, Culture, Connections, Comparisons, and
Communities. The biggest difference between the Standards for FLL and
that for JLL is that learning Japanese may take more time than learning
Western European languages in achieving the same goals. Also, due to
the formality and the complexity of written language, teachers of Japanese
might need to use non—authentic materials as well as authentic materials.”
”As noted above, the Japanese standards are modified to reflect the unique
features of Japanese language and culture (ex: different orthography, so-
cial system, etc.) . Also, the Japanese standards are K-16 while the basic
standards are only K-12.”

“The 5 C’s consist of Communication, Cultures, Connections, Compari—
sons, and Communities. The biggest difference in the Standards of Foreign
Language Learning and Standards for Japanese Language Learning seem to
be in the number of years that it takes to reach the same level of progress

(K-12 vs. K-16) due inpart to an unrelated writing system.”
